In this age of technology, students often choose to express themselves in different ways than our generation did not so long ago. To that end, as a school we have noticed more and more students posting personal (at times troubling) information on personal websites such as www.myspace.com 

As parents and guardians, you need to know that there are many concerns with what is often posted on these sites. The implications can have far reaching consequences for our students’ future. Please know that many colleges and universities do visit these sites and can withhold an acceptance based on what they find on the websites. We have also been in consultation with the Hunterdon County Prosecutor’s Office, who has informed us that information found on these sites often incriminates students. They have also informed us that these sites are not safe and therefore are full of predators. Finally, it is also common for employers to search for information found on personal websites before offering employment or even interviewing potential candidates.

At the Califon School, these sites are not accessible due to our strong firewall and therefore cannot be visited. We ask for your diligence in ensuring that your children not use these sites for the wrong reasons, post information or pictures of a personal nature, and that they understand what potential consequences lay ahead for misusing these sites.
